WILLIAM (BILL) TIBERIO has been an instrumental music teacher for 38 
years, 34 of them at Fairport High School.  At FHS he conducts the FHS 
Concert Band, Sophomore Band, two jazz ensembles, jazz combos, pit 
orchestra for musicals, and chamber woodwind ensembles.  He also 
teaches woodwind lessons in the district in grades 9 through 12. He holds 
a position with the Eastman School of Music Community Education 
Division, where he teaches in the high school summer jazz program and 
founded the Eastman CED Chamber Wind Ensemble, Jr. High School 
Jazz Ensemble, and Music Educators Jazz Ensemble.  He is the founder 
and director of the ECMS-sponsored Music Educators Wind Ensemble and 
Jazz Educators Ensemble.  He has also been on the summer staff at the 
Hochstein Music School as a director of a jazz camp and the Tritone 
Fantasy Jazz Camp, a jazz program for adults.  He is the past President 
of the New York State Chapter of the International Association of Jazz 
Educators, and has been an instructor in the IAJE Training Institute for jazz 
educators.
