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PURPOSE

Fascism is a common term of political opprobrium, but few know what it actu-
ally means. This course examines the ideologies and practices of fascist move-
ments to understand both the past and the present. Students learn about the
economic, political, and cultural circumstances from which fascism emerged,
and we consider the fascist obsession with national, sexual, and racial identity.
Class time is divided between lecture and discussion; students are encouraged
to participate.

COURSE REQUIREMENTS

Evaluation is based on three exams (25% each), and a 3000-word paper (25%).
